Crop Insured

The crop insured is all safflower in the county that is
planted and grown for harvest as seed, in which the
producer has a share, and for which a premium rate is
provided by the actuarial table. Safflower in counties
with no actuarial table is not insurable unless a
written agreement is issued. See your crop insurance
agent for details on requesting a written agreement.

Insurance Period

Insurance attaches on the later of the date we accept
your application or the date the insured crop is
planted and ends the earliest of:

1) total destruction of the crop,

2) October 31,

3) harvest,

4) abandonment of the crop, or

5) final adjustment of a loss.

Duties in the Event of Damage or Loss

1) Protect the crop from further damage by
providing sufficient care;

2) Notify your agent within 72 hours of your initial
discovery of damage (but not later than 15 days
after the end of the insurance period)

Coverage Levels and Premium Subsidies

Coverage levels range from 50 to 75 percent of your
average yield. For example, an average yield of 800
pounds per acre would result in a guarantee of 600
pounds per acre at the 75-percent coverage level.
Crop insurance premiums are subsidized as shown in
the following table. For example, if you select the 75-
percent coverage level, your premium share would be
45 percent of the base premium:

Coverage Level 50 55 60 65 70 75
Premium Subsidy 67 64 64 59 59 55
Your Premium Share 33 36 36 41 41 45

Catastrophic (CAT) coverage is fixed at 50 percent of your average yield
and 55 percent of the price election. The cost for CAT coverage is an
administrative fee of $300, regardless of the acreage.
