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3 OPERATING POLICY

Thi s handbook is the official publication of the Federal Crop | nsurance
Corporation (FCIC) for Catastrophic Risk Protection as it relates to the
Multiple Peril Crop Insurance (MPCl) program MPCl refers to the Miultiple
Peril Crop Insurance policies avail able under the Federal crop insurance
programand witten by the Farm Servi ce Agency (FSA) or Private |nsurance
Conpani es reinsured by FOIC. Private |Insurance Conpani es and the FSA are
hereafter referred to as "Insurance Provi ders" when the procedures are
identical for both delivery systens. Approval authorities within FC C and
for Insurance Providers are indicated in this handbook. Insurance

Provi ders are del egated the sane underwiting authorities as FCIC, only
when indicated in this handbook (i.e., FC C RSO | nsurance Providers.)

I nsurance Conpani es that have a Standard Rei nsurance Agreenent (SRA) with
FCl C nust use this handbook or conparabl e procedures approved by FCIC to
deliver Catastrophic Risk Protection. This handbook is the FCI C standard
for approval for conparabl e procedures.

Each I nsurance Provider is responsible for using FC C approved procedure.
If an Insurance Provider is audited by a governnent agency or is selected
for an FCI C conpliance review, the applicable procedure in this handbook or
conpar abl e FCI C approved procedures will be the basis for al

det er m nati ons.

I nsurance Providers nmay develop forns based on their internal needs. The
structure of these forns may vary fromthe standard FCl C forns, but they
require FCIC s witten approval and nmust contain the sanme information as
the FCOC forms. Al certification statements on these fornms MJST BE

| DENTI CAL to the ones approved for use by FCI C and the Privacy Act
Statenment nust be included on any formused to collect information

GENERAL UNDERWRITING INFORMATION

BASI C | NFORVATI ON

To be eligible for benefits under the Agricultural Market Transition
Act (AMIA); | oans or any other USDA provided farmcredit, including;
guaranteed and direct farm ownership | oans, operating | oans, and
energency | oans under the Consolidated Farm and Rural Devel opnent Act
provi ded after Cctober 13, 1994; and benefits under the Conservation
Reserve Program provi ded by any new or anmended application or
contracts executed after Cctober 13, 1994, the producer nust obtain
at least the Catastrophic Ri sk Protection |evel of insurance coverage
(CAT) for each crop of economc significance unless a "waiver" of any
eligibility for emergency crop | oss assistance for the crop is

execut ed.

A(1) Crop of economic significance: A crop that has either
contributed in the previous crop year (as defined in the
applicable crop policy), or is expected to contribute in the
current crop year, 10 percent or nore of the total expected
val ue of the producer's share of all crops grown in the county.
However, a crop will not be considered a crop of economc
significance if the expected liability for CAT coverage is
equal to or less than the admnistrative fee ($50) required for
t he crop.

Each crop year, the producer is responsible for determning
which crop(s) in the county will be of econonic significance.
If a producer decides to plant an uninsured crop that is a crop
of econom ¢ significance, insurance cannot be obtained after
the crop's sales closing date unless the crop is a substitute
crop (see Par. d1][c] this Section). |If a crop of econonic
significance is not insured a wai ver nmust be executed to be
eligible for any of the USDA program benefits listed in A
above. Failure to execute such a waiver will require the
producer to return such benefits already received. To
determ ne t he percentage of value for each crop

(a) Miultiply the acres planted to each crop, tines the
producer's share, times the approved yield (when
applicable) times the price 1/;

(b) Add the values of all crops grown in the county
(determned as in [a] above); and

(c) Di vide the val ue of each crop by the value of all crops
grown in the county.

1/ A type of price such as the current |ocal market
price, futures price, established price, highest anmount
of insurance, etc., may be used provided the sane type of
price is used for all crops in the county.

A(2) Eligibility for Coverage. For CAT coverage a producer is a
"person” who has a bona fide interest (share) in an insurable
(eligible) crop as an owner-operator, |andlord, tenant, or
sharecropper at the time coverage begins. A mnor who is not
conpetent or capable of entering into a binding contract may
i nsure an insurable share of a crop by having a court-appoi nt ed
guardi an or parent co-sign the application

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(a) Application for insurance may be nade by any person to
cover such person's share in an eligible crop

A "person" is further defined as an individual
partnership, association, corporation, estate,
trust or other legal entity, and wherever
applicable, a state or a political subdivision or
agency of a state.

Separate applications/contracts are required for
each person/entity insured. See Exhibit 29 for
determ nation of entities and the required
document ati on of certain entities.

A tobacco producer nmay insure 100 percent of the

t obacco acreage for which a marketing card is

i ssued by FSA under one policy if all sharehol ders
agree to such an arrangenent in witing. See
Exhibit 29, Par. F for additional instructions.

Native Anerican land held in trust by the Bureau of
Indian Affairs is handled simlar to other trusts.

(b) Eligible crops are crops with an applicable MPCl crop
policy. Eigible crops nust be grown on insurable
acreage in a county for which a nethod of establishing
i nsurance Yyi el ds/ guarantees and prem umrates has been
established for the crop in order for insurance to
attach. See Exhibit 1 for a listing of:
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1 El i gi bl e crops;
2 The General Crop Insurance Policy or Basic
Provi sions of the Common Policy (FCIC NCIS) and the
appl i cabl e crop endorsenent, crop provisions or
i ndi vidual crop policy which applies;
3 Appl i cabl e coverage pl ans;
4 Availability of late planting and prevented
pl anti ng coverage; and
5 Units of measure.

(c) Eligible counties are those counties for which county
actuarial tables have been published for the crop
County for CAT purposes is: The political subdivision of
a state shown on the accepted application including |Iand
in an adjoining county, provided such land is part of a
field that extends into the adjoining county and the
county boundary is not readily discernable. For peanuts
and tobacco, the county will also include any |and
identified by a FSA farm serial nunber for the county but
physically located in another county.

(d) Crop policy and/or County Actuarial Docunent revisions
nmust be on file with the Insurance Provider by the date
specified in the crop policies preceding the crop year
for which the changes are to becone effective.

(e) FCl C does not provide CAT coverage by witten agreenent
for classes, types, varieties or unrated |and which are
not designated as insurable by the county actuari al
tabl es or special provisions; or for crops or counties
for which actuarial tables have not been published.

B GENERAL RULES FOR ESTABLI SHI NG CATASTROPHI C RI SK_PROTECTI ON

Deadl i nes for Applying for Insurance. To participate a person
nmust apply for insurance on or before the applicable sales
closing date. Sales closing dates are established for each

i nsurabl e crop and are published in the county actuarial tables
or are adm nistratively anmended by the Manager of FCIC. These
dates usual ly precede the begi nning of the insurance period.
Sales closing dates falling on Saturdays, Sundays, or |ega
hol i days are extended to the next busi ness day.

Coverage Available. For eligible crops/counties CAT coverage
is available on insurable land as defined in the policy and
appl i cabl e endorsenents. Persons and |and cl assified under the
Nonst andard C assification System (NCS) and | and which is
classified as high-risk ARE eligible for CAT coverage.

I nsureds who are classified by the NCS are identified by the
applicable Actuarial Table: The FC-32 Cassification Listing
Suppl erent ; FCl -35 County Coverage and Rate Suppl ement or the
FCl -33 Actuarial Map Suppl enent.

(a) Actual Production History (APH). See Sec. 5 for APH
yi el d cal cul ati on procedures.
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Coverage | evel = 50 Percent of the approved APH
Yi el d.

Price election = For the 1995-1998 crop years, 60
percent of the expected narket price.

Note: Peanut price election = 60 percent of
maxi mum price for Quota/ Non-Quota peanuts.

Hereafter the CAT coverage |level and price election are
referred to as 50/ 60 coverage.

The production guarantee for each farmunit (See
Par. E of this Sec.) is determned as foll ows:

(the guarantee per acre [approved APH yield X .50])
X (total insured acres in the unit) = the
production guarantee for the unit.

Note: For some crops, the production guarantee per
acre may vary; if planted after the final planting
date, by stages of the crop, or if not harvested.

a The (dollar) anount of insurance is quoted by
mul tiplying the production guarantee by the
applicabl e price.

Indemities are paid if due to an insured
cause of loss the crop's production drops
bel ow t he production guaranteed for the unit.
I mputed premiuns and i ndemities are factored
according to the insured's share in the crop
on the unit.

(b) Area Yield Plan - Group Risk Plan (GRP). Beginning with
the 1996 crop year, Forage Production GRP is available
for CAT coverage at 65 percent of the expected county
yi el d and 60 percent of the maxi mum anmount of protection
per acre.

(c) Buy-up Coverage. MPCl plans of insurance that provide
coverage greater than avail abl e under CAT. For
admi ni strative purposes buy-up coverage falls in two
categories, hereafter referred to as:

1 Limted Coverage. MPCI coverage that is equal to
or greater than the 50 percent coverage |evel and
100 percent of the market price (or conparable
coverage established by FCIC) but |ess than the 65
percent coverage |evel and 100 percent expected
mar ket price (or conparabl e coverage established by
FC C) .

Addi tional Coverage. MPClI coverage equal to or
greater than the 65 percent coverage |evel and 100
percent of the expected narket price (or conparable
coverage established by FCIC).

Limted and additional coverage is provided ONLY through
approved | nsurance Conpany Providers, unless approved

| nsurance Conpany Providers are not available. |f not
available in the area, limted and additional coverage
wi Il be provided through the FSA office as approved by
the Secretary of Agriculture.

County Actuarial Tables. In addition to listing eligible crop
progranms for the county, the county actuarial tables include
avai l abl e prices, dollar anounts of protection, risk
classifications and the corresponding rates. The county
actuarial tables are part of the insurance contract.

(a) The nmarket-based price for fall seeded crops (Barl ey,
Malting Barley, Cats, Rye, and Wweat), will be announced
by FCIC on or prior to Septenber 1, for the upcom ng crop
year.
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(b) The market -based price for spring planted crops (Corn
Grain Sorghum Hybrid Corn Seed, Hybrid Sorghum Seed, and
Soybeans) will be announced by FCIC on or prior to
Decenber 31, for the upconing crop year

B(4) Rounding Rules. See Exhibit 7 for rounding rules pertaining to
MPCI program adm ni stration

B(5) |Insured Cause(s) of Loss. |Insured causes of | oss are stated in
each crop's policy or endorsenent. Exanples are: adverse
weat her conditions, fire, insects, plant disease, wildlife,
eart hquake and vol canic eruption occurring within the insurance
period. Qher insured cause(s) of |oss due to natura
di sasters nay be determned by the Secretary of Agriculture.

C ADM NI STRATI VE FEES

For CAT coverage the Governnent provides a prem um subsidy equal to

t he producer's prem um however, for CAT and |imted coverage each
producer (see Par A[2][a] of this Sec. for the definition of
producer/person) is required to pay an admnistrative fee of $50.00
PER CROP and county not to exceed $200. 00 PER COUNTY per producer up
to a maxi mum of $600. 00 per producer for ALL counties on an annua
basis. Mxi mum adnini strative fees include the $50. 00 administrative
fee for both CAT and linited coverage. Adninistrative fees for new

i nsureds/crop policies are paid to the Insurance Provider at the tine
of application. The adm nistrative fee will not be refunded if the
crop is not planted the crop year for which the application is
accepted except as provided in C (2).

Admini strative fees are due annually. For each subsequent crop year
(carryover policies), any CAT administrative fees due nmnust be paid
by the applicable acreage reporting date(s) in order for the CAT
coverage to renew. For each subsequent crop year that the insured
crop is not planted and a bona fide zero acreage report is filed on
or before the acreage reporting date, an adnmnistrative fee is not
required.

C(1) Wiiver of CAT or Limted Coverage Adnministrative Fees. The $50
per crop adnministrative fee is waived for

(a) Alimted resource farner, defined as: A producer or
operator of a farm with an annual gross incone of
$20, 000. 00 or less derived fromall sources of revenue
for each of the prior two years. However, a producer on
a farm(s), of less than 25 acres aggregated for all crops
and who derives a MAJORITY of his or her gross incone not
to exceed $20,000 fromthe farm ng operations will be
considered a limted resource farnmer. (e.g., A producer
farmng 20 acres with a total gross inconme of $39, 000;
farmincome, $20,000; off-farminconme, $19,000, is a
limted resource farmer.)

1 Producers eligible for the waiver nust apply for a
wai ver of the administrative fee at the tine of
application (for new insureds requests nmust be made
on or before the sales closing date). For
carryover insureds, requests nust be nade by the
crop's final acreage reporting date. See Exhibit
24 for the Request to Waiver of Adm nistrative

(b) On crops which additional coverage is purchased.
Addi tional coverage is available at the follow ng | evels
and prices: APH crops 65/100, 70/93-100, 75/87-100; GRP
80/ 95- 100, 85/90-100, or 90/85-100.

Ref unds of Administrative Fees. |If the producer obtai ned CAT
or limted coverage, paid the adnmnistrative fee(s), and |l ater
purchased additional coverage on or before the sales closing
date the administrative fee(s) in excess of those required for
the crops remaining insured under CAT or limted coverage
($200. 00 per county $600 maxi mum for all counties) are
refunded/credited to the producer by the provider that |ast
col l ected the refundabl e amount. New i nsureds who have
obt ai ned CAT or linited coverage froman | nsurance Conpany and
chooses to purchase limted or additional coverage by the sales
closing date for the sane crop(s), must purchase the limted or
addi ti onal coverage fromthe sanme |nsurance Conpany.

Exanpl e: The insured had previously paid $200.00 in

adm ni strative fees for CAT coverage (six crops) and then
purchased additional coverage (75/100) on three of the crops.
The insured is entitled to a $50 refund/credit to the MPC
account .

Exanpl e: The producer paid a total of $100.00 (two crops) in
adm ni strative fees for CAT coverage and then purchased
addi ti onal coverage (65/100) on both of the crops. The insured
is entitled to a $100.00 refund/credit to the MPCl account.

Note: For new insureds, if the CAT policy was with the Farm
Service Agency (FSA) and limted/additional coverage was |ater
purchased on the sane crop by the sales closing date, the FSA
will transfer the policy to the assuning |Insurance Conpany. |If
limted coverage was purchased, the FSAwill retain the

adm nistrative fee. The assum ng conpany may not charge an
addi ti onal processing fee for the same crop. Requests for
transfers nmust be nmade by the sales closing date. See Par. L
of this Sec. for transfer instructions.

NOTE: |f the producer (carryover insured) had previously paid
the adm nistrative fee for the crop and then transferred the

policy to a different Insurance Provider, the ceding |nsurance
Provider will refund the adm nistrative fee (if a refund is
due) to the producer. The assum ng | nsurance Provider mnust
coll ect any applicable fee.

Di spersion. Admnistrative fees in excess of $100 per county
per producer collected by the FSA or Insurance Conpany shall be
deposited in the crop insurance fund for progranms and
activities of FCIC

(a) FSA Providers shall credit not nore than $100. 00 per
producer per county to the appropriations account for
delivering and adm ni stering the CAT program

(b) I nsurance Conpany Providers shall not retain nore than
$100. 00 per producer per county for delivering and
servicing the CAT programand limnited coverage (coverage
greater than 50/60 and | ess than 65/100).

D GOVERNVENT PROCGRAM COMPLI ANCE REQUI REMENTS

The Food Security Act (FSA) of 1985; the National Environnmenta
Policy Act (NEPA); the Food, Agriculture, and Trade Act of
1990; and the regulations witten therefrom require producers
who wish to participate in a United States Departnent of
Agriculture (USDA) programcertify conpliance with the Highly
Er odi bl e Land (HEL).

(a) For the 1997 and succeedi ng Crop Years conpliance with
HEL and WC provisions are not a prerequisite for
obt ai ni ng Federal crop insurance.

(b) Under the Food Security Act of 1985, any person who is
convi cted under federal or state |aw of planting,
cultivating, growi ng, producing, harvesting or storing a
control | ed substance in any crop year will be ineligible
for crop insurance for five years fromthe date of
convi cti on.

Failure to conply with all provisions (including adm nistrative
fees) of the Federal crop insurance policy constitutes a breach
of contract and may result in ineligibility for the farm
program benefits listed in Par. A of this section for that crop
year. If ineligible, any benefit already received nust be
refunded. |If a producer breaches the insurance contract, the
execution of a waiver will not be effective for the crop year
in which the breach of contract occurred.

An insured eligible to receive an i ndemmity under a CAT policy
who is also eligible to receive conpensation for the sane crop
| oss under anot her USDA program mnust el ect the programfrom
which to receive benefits. Only one paynment or program benefit
is allowed. |If other USDA benefits for the sane crop |oss are
not available until after the producer filed a claimfor

i ndermity, the insured may refund the total amount of the
indetmmity to the I nsurance Provider and recei ve anot her USDA
program benefit. Insurance Providers nust correct and resubmit
i ndermity records through the Data Acceptance System For

rei nsured contracts, this will correct the Rei nsurance
Accounting System Reinsured conpanies will also be required

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to submt necessary changes to escrow requests. AMIA paynents,
farm ownershi p, and operating | oans nay be obtained in addition
to crop insurance i ndemiti es.

E UN T DETERM NATI ON

A unit is defined as the acreage of the insured CROP in the COUNTY
which is taken into considerati on when deternining the approved APH
yi el d, production guarantee/anount of insurance, and the anount of
any indemity (loss paynent). See Par. A(2)(c) of this Sec. or the
CAT Endorsenent for county definition

E(1) Each insured crop's unit structure is defined in the policy
and/ or respective endorsenment. However, the Catastrophic Risk
Endorsenment linmits the units available for each insured crop to
BASI C units deternmined ONLY by the crop share arrangenent on
the date coverage begins for the crop year. Further unit
di vi si on (exanpl es: type, noncontiguous |land, etc.) as defined
in the applicable crop endorsenent, crop provisions or
actuarial document are not allowed under the CAT endorsenent.
See the CAT Endorsenent for the unit definition

E(2) Basic units are by crop share arrangenent ONLY and are
determ ned as foll ows:

(a) 100 percent share in the crop is one basic unit. 100
percent crop share includes 100 percent share as
owner/operator and/or land that is rented for cash, a
fixed comodity payment, or any consideration other than
a share in the crop. A lease that provides for El THER a
m ni mum paynment (such as a specified amobunt of cash,
bushel s, pounds, etc.,) OR a crop share is considered a
cash | ease

(b) A crop shared with each different, landlord, tenant, or
sharecropper is a separate basic unit. Reversed roles
qualify for separate basic units. Exanple: The insured
is alandlord on part of the farnmi ng operation and a
tenant on another part of the farm ng operation. A |ease
cont ai ni ng provisions for BOTH a m ni num paynment (such as
a specified anmount of cash, bushels, pounds, etc.,) AND a
crop share is considered a crop share | ease

NOTE: Varying percentages of shares within a basic unit
for the same persons do not qualify for separate basic
units.

(c) For crop policies AZ&CA Citrus, Florida Gtrus, Peas,
Texas Gtrus, Texas Citrus Trees, Gapes (CA only),
Stonefruit, and Quaranteed Tobacco which all ow i nsureds
to designate the insurable type(s) or variety(ies) (peas,
green and dry) they wish to insure, each insured
type/variety is considered as a separate insured crop
Each insured crop will be divided into basic units by
share arrangenent.

E(3) The Catastrophic Ri sk Protection Endorsenent al so changes the
basic unit structure for Dry Beans, Peanuts, and Quota Tobacco
to units by crop share arrangenment. However, producers of
tobacco for which a narketing card is issued by FSA and who

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agree to insure 100 percent of the tobacco acreage covered by
the marketing card under one policy, are limted to one basic
unit for all of the acreage covered by the nmarketing card. See
Exhibit 29, Par. F for instructions.

The Endorsenment does not change the unit structure for GRP CAT

policies. The unit structure remains one unit per policy per
county.

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E(4) Unit Nunmbering. Unit nunbers nust be assigned according to the
foll owi ng system

(a) A four-position unit nunmber will be used. The first two
posi tions designate the basic unit.

(b) For Catastrophic Coverage the second two positions wll
be "00".

(c) To the extent possible, the unit nunber designation for a
particular unit should remain the same fromyear to year

report on his or her behalf, that person nust indicate so
in witing on or before the acreage reporting date. Al
other persons with an interest in the crop farmed by the
operator will be bound by all statenments contai ned on the
acreage report signed by the operator

I ntended Acreage. For conpany underwriting purposes,

i nsurance conpani es may request planting intentions at
the tine of application or for subsequent crop years when
servicing the policy (i.e. updating the APH). However,

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acreage reported to FClI C nust be based on planted acres
obtained fromthe insured, insured s authorized
representative, or the operator of the farm ng operation
on a signed acreage report by the final acreage reporting
dat e.

Reporting Irrigated Practices. |nsurance Providers are
to provide a copy of the Irrigated Practice Quidelines to
all insureds for whomthe irrigated practice nmay apply.
The Irrigated Practice Quidelines identify factors to be
considered in determ ning the proper acreage to be
reported and insured under an irrigated practice. See
Exhibit 33 for Irrigated Practice Quidelines.

Late Reporting. The policy provides that if the insured
does not submt an acreage report within the specified
time, the Insurance Provider may determne by unit the

i nsured acreage, share and practice (if the applicable
admnistrative fee is paid tinely) or may deny liability
on any unit. |If the final acreage reporting date falls
on Saturday, Sunday, or a |egal holiday, the next

In states that require the power of attorney to
be acknow edged (notarized), the signatures of the individua
and appoi ntee nmust be notarized. In states that do not require

the power of attorney to be notarized, the signatures of the

The FSA Power of
Attorney Form (FSA-211) is acceptable if it neets these
requirements.

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When i nsured under CAT, previous insurance experience for insureds
eligible for prem um experience adjustnment nust be retained. For

i nsureds who switch coverage plans (i.e., switches to CAT coverage
and then back to limted or additional coverage or APH to GRP and
back to APH) previous experience that is retained may be used to

cal cul ate insurance experience adjustnents for eligible insureds.

Experi ence (prem um adjustnents when applicable and APH yield
hi story databases are transferred to eligible successor entities.

PROGRAM YI ELD (taken from an FSA-423) for the applicable FSN
and provided (by the insured) by the production reporting date
will be used. The FSA Historical Wighted Average Yield (HW
Yield) or the adjusted yield (program paynent yield) used for
FSA program paynment purposes indicated on the FSA-476 or FSA-
156 are not acceptable for MPCl purposes.

Assigned Yield. A vyield assigned (by the verifier) for the
nost recent crop year in the base period if carryover insureds
do not file acceptable production reports by the production
reporting date, as required by the crop insurance contract.
Assigned yield provisions apply on an APH crop year basis (by
dat abase). The assigned yield is 75 percent of the previous
year's approved APH yield. Assigned yields are used in the
sane manner as actual vyields when cal cul ating APH yi el ds except
when the insured is listed under the Nonstandard C assification
System (NCS) .

Average APH Yield. The average APH yield is the sumof the
actual, assigned and/or applicable "T" Yields divided by the
nunber of yearly yields in the database (prior to the
application of yield [imtations if yield limtations apply).

Fi gs. Packer or California Advisory Board Summary Sheet
nmust show net paid pounds of marketable figs including
manuf acturing grade. For new i nsureds and policies which
are being canceled and rewitten (transfers) supporting
records of acreage and production rmust be provided to the
verifier.

Grapes. Settlenent sheets, sales receipts, final or
year-end statenents froma wi nery, cannery or processor
nmust indicate net paid tons of grapes delivered by
variety. Remittance or final statenent sheets from

rai sin packers or the Raisin Administrative Conmittee
nmust show the net paid tons of clean, dry raisins. Each
pound of dry raisins converts to 4.5 pounds of grapes.

Production for grapes harvested before normal maturity or
for special use are used for APH purposes when adequate
records are available.

RECONSIDERATIONS, MEDIATION, AND APPEALS

Any individual or entity (participant) who has applied for, or whose
right to participate in or receive a paynent or benefit in accordance
with the Federal Crop Insurance Act who is adversely affected by an
adm ni strative decision by a Federal agency may obtain a revi ew of

t he adverse decision. An "adverse decision"” is an adm nistrative
deci si on made by an officer, enployee, or committee of an agency that
is adverse to a participant. The termincludes a denial of equitable
relief by an agency or the failure of an agency to issue a decision
or otherwi se act on a request or right of the participant within a
reasonable tine if tineframes are not specified in such statutes or
regul ati ons. However, adverse decisions based on: a general program
provi sion or programpolicy, any statutory or regulatory requirenent
that is applicable to all simlarly situated participants,

mat hemati cal fornul as established under a statute or program
regul ati ons and deci sions based solely on the application of those
formul as, are not appeal abl e.

A participant may request reconsideration, agency appeal, nediation,
and/ or appeal to the National Appeals Division (NAD) by tinely
requesting such consideration with the appropriate authority.

Tine Limtations

A request for reconsideration, agency appeal, nediation, and/or NAD
appeal nust be filed within 30 cal endar days after witten notice of
the decision is mailed or otherwi se made available to the
participant. A request for reconsideration, agency appeal

medi ati on, and/ or NAD appeal shall be considered filed when
personal ly delivered to the appropriate review ng authority or when a
properly addressed request, postage paid, is postnarked.

Medi ation/Alternative D spute Resolution (ADR) O FC C FSA Deci si ons

Mediation is a technique in which one or nore neutral parties called
medi ators, help parties to find ways to settle their dispute. There
is no formal hearing in nediation. |Instead, using joint neetings and
private caucuses, nediators (1) help the parties identify their rea
goals, (2) narrow the issues, (3) look for alternatives and options
as well as areas of comon interest which are consistent with program
policies, regulations, and statutes, and (4) prevent the parties from
focusing on only one solution. Mediators have no formal power to
make a decision: their role is that of facilitator.

The
actuarial docurment used to identify insureds affected is the FCl-35 County
and Rate Tabl e Suppl enent, FCl -32 Suppl enent (Tobacco and Peanuts), and
FCl - 33 Suppl enent .

Overview of the NCS program Al crops insured or reinsured by the FCIC
system of insurance are eligible for NCS. The purpose of NCS is to address
i nsureds on an individual basis without affecting the najority of insureds.
The generalized system for assigning insurance rates and coverage such as

t he APH program does not address all extrenes of insurance risk. Detailed
review of FCIC s insurance experience indicates a snmall percentage of
contracts exhibit atypical |oss frequency and severity when conpared to
standard experience of all insureds. These contracts are identified and
treated as a nonstandard risk group. Coverage and/or rate adjustments
provided to this class of insureds are nodified to reflect the risk

experi ence of each insurance contract.
