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SUBJECT: 2002 Crop Year Additional Price Election for Durum Wheat in Montana,
North Dakota, and South Dakota

The Risk Management Agency (RMA) today announced the additiona price ection (often referred to
as market price election) for 2002 crop year durum whest in Montana, North Dakota, and South
Dakota. The additiona price represents the maximum price eection for the crop year and is $3.15 per
bushel. Thisprice dection isavailableto al producers of durum whesat in Montana, North Dakota, and
South Dakota who insure their 2002 crop at levels above catastrophic coverage. Price election choices
must be made on or before the sales closing date for the crop in a county.

The established price dection was $3.05 per bushd for durum wheet. The amount of subsidy no longer
is affected by a price dection of less than 100 percent of the additiond price due to changes made by
the Agricultural Risk Protection Act of 2000. However, an incresse in the price eection may impact
digibility for exduson of hal and fire since the Act requires additiona coverage equd to aminimum 65
percent coverage level indemnified a 100 percent of the price eection.

The price for catastrophic coverage is $1.74 per bushd for durum whegt in Montana, North Dakota,
and South Dakota.
